Symptom: Remote mode is not present (under Acquire pull down menu):

Solution: First, check in the terminal where you started marccd GUI, and look for an error referring to the expiration of the RemoteMode License.  Then, send an email to info@mar-usa.com complaining that the remote mode license has expired, AGAIN!!!
They will tell you to download a newly compiled binary marccd that you will copy over to the proper place. 

Here’s what you do:
1.) From a web browser go to:  ftp://firewall.mar-usa.com/pub/marccd/bin/linux
2.) Download the file called: marccd   (technically, it is a link which points to the most current executable.) Save it to somewhere safe, that is don’t over-write something!
3.) Somehow get this file to the mar165 computer in question. (Easiest way is to directly get this file from the ftp site using a browser on the mar165 computer. 
4.) From the marccd home directory (/home/marccd),  you can tell where the marccd executable binary lives. Make sure you are logged in as the marccd user!! Then, 

> which marccd

5.) Go into the place where the marccd binaries live. Here are the typical commands from an x-terminal: 
                >     cd  /home/marccd/bin/linux
                 Get the version of your existing executable by running marccd with –v  
                  option (it just prints out version and quits).
                >  marccd –v
You should back up your current executable first. The best way is to change to a new filename in the form of: "marccd-0.[major_version].[minor_version]". For example, marccd-0.5.9. Use the unix “cp” command.(cp ./marccd  marccd-0.5.9 )

6.) Now move the new marccd file to this directory. 

7.) After getting the new executable, you need to set permissions correctly. As root,  run these three commands:
                  chown root ./marccd;  chmod +s  ./marccd;  chmod +x ./marccd
8.) Then, go log in as the marccd user and go back into the marccd home directory and run marccd and see if it works.
